MDP to Hold Endorsement 

Convention 
The Michigan Democratic Party (MDP) will hold 
an “Endorsement Convention” to endorse candi-
dates early for the Attorney General (AG) and 
Secretary of State (SoS) races.  The Convention 
will be held April 17th at Cobo Center in Detroit. 
 
By State law, candidates for AG and SoS are 
nominated at Party Conventions instead of Pri-
mary Elections.  The reasoning behind the En-
dorsement Convention is to give the likely winner 
of the Party Convention an early start on the Gen-
eral Election.  The winner of the Endorsement 
Convention will have the MDP’s endorsement but 
not the nomination; that must still be won at the 
regular convention in August.  Winning the en-
dorsement will send the signal to other candi-
dates that they are not likely to win the nomina-
tion.
